The undersigned, being first duly sworn, deposes and says the following:
1. I am the Executive Vice President of Lincoln Construction, Inc,, an Chio corporation.
2. This affidavit is made on personal knowledge and 1 am competent to testify to the matters
set forth herein.
3. Lincoln Construction, Inc., is the construction manager retained by Denison University in
connection with its renovation of Cleveland Hall and the related additions.
4, Lincoln Construction, Inc., has worked closely with the New York architectural finn of
Beyer Blender Belle in connection with the Cleveland Flall project.
5. The total contract price for the Cleveland Hall project as of February 29, 2008, is

$12,804,146.00. The proposed glass addition is but one part of the overall project. Work
has proceeded on the project, but only the foundation and some structural steel work with
respect to the glass addition, and total costs completed and stored as of February 29,
2008, are $3,904,182.00. As construction manager of the project, Lincoln Construction,
Inc., supervises the work of subcontractors selected through competitive bidding.

6. The undersigned has calculated impact losses resulting from construction delays on the
Cleveland Hall renovation. Losses involve direct on-site job expense, schedule and
sequential delays, material procurement and cost escalation, and profit and opportunity
costs,

7. Pricing and exposure to cost escalation is critical in all construction projects, including
Cleveland Hall. The major concern for exposure to cost escalation is focused on the
subcontractors and third party material suppliers for the project. An inability to release
contracts and purchase orders as planned generates cost increases passed through by raw
material handlers and fabricators. A price index watch for the lasge construction industry
is monitored by Engineering News Record as a standard. We have used the most recent

information that can be obtained on the subject in preparing the figures set forth in
Exhibit B to Denison University’s motion and memorandum for partial modification now
before the cowt. Labor and supply costs in an uncertain economy are extremely
important and monitored on an ongoing basis.

The projections have been set forth based upon the best cost
estimates available and to a reasonable degree of certainty in the field of construction
management,
