






































Appendix C - Contract between Township and GRC for 2007

Contract

This agreement, made and entered into this 27" day of December, 2006, by and between the Granville
Township Board of Trustees, Licking County, Chio, acting for Granville Township and all residents
therein, hereinafter referred to and called “the Board” and the Granville Community Recreation
Commission, Inc., a non-profit corporation duly organized under the laws of the State of Ohio,
hereinafter referred to and called the “Recreation Commission” under the authority granted to the
Board pursuant to R.C, 511.32, R.C. 756.12 and 755.13 and R.C. 5705.19(H) to provide for parks and
playgrounds and to provide for the recreational needs of the township’s residents.

Whereas, the Board has duly authorized the execution of the within Contract by appropriate Resolution;

Whereas, Recreation Commission has duly authorized the execution of the within Contract by
appropriate Resolution;

Now therefore, it is hereby mutually agreed as follows:

The Board shall pay to the Recreation Commission, the sum two hundred sixty thousand ($260,000) per
year which is the estimated amount of taxes to be received for 2007 less the estimated deductions
payable to the office of the Licking County Auditor and the State of Ohio as provided by law. Payment
shall be made by the Board during the year based upon the receipt of the Board of taxes collected for
the purposes of recreation in Granville Township and from any balance on hand from monies collected
in prior years for recreation. Should the combination of 2007 tax receipts, less estimated collection cost
deductions and any carryover balance not equal $260,000 the amount of this contract shall be reduced
accordingly. The Recreation Commission agrees with the Board to provide community programming in
recreational, educational, social, cultural and athletic areas for the benefit of all residents of Granville
Township, Licking County, Ohio. The Recreation Commission further agrees to supervise, care for and
maintain all public park and playground property owned by Granville Township or within Granville
Township as directed by the Board and keep it open and available for public use.

All funds paid the Recreation Commission under this contract shall be used by the Recreation
Commission for the purposes described in the preceding paragraph. The Recreation Commission shall
be accountable to the Board for the expenditure of monies paid to the Recreation Commission pursuant
to the terms of this contract. In this regard, the Board shall have access to the books of the Recreation
Commission at any time upon reasonable notice, and shall be provided with a report no less than
annually, detailing the expenditure of monies received by the Recreation Commission under this
contract.

Itis mutually agreed that this Contract shall be effective for a period of one (1) year,
commencing January 1, 2007 and continuing through December 31, 2007.

Itis, further, agreed that the Recreation Commission shall hold harmless and indemnify the
Board from any and all liability, claims, losses, or damages arising out of the Recreation Commission’s
performance of its duties under this Contract. The Recreation Commission agrees to abide by all laws,
rules, and regulations of the State of Ohio, and to further provide and maintain adequate insurance to
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save the Board harmless from all claims and demands arising out of the performance of this Contract
and shall provide that the township is a named insured thereunder. The Recreation Commission shall
provide a copy of said insurance policy to the Board.

This Contract may be terminated by either party upon the giving of thirty (30) days’ written
notice by certified mail, return receipt requested. If this Contract is terminated, then the yearly
payment herein provided for the Recreation Commission for recreational and park services shall be

prorated as to the effective date of cancellation.

This Contract represents the entire agreement between the parties.

Amended 2007 Contract

This agreement, made and entered into this 14™ day of November 2007, by and between the Granville
Township Board of Trustees, Licking County, Ohio, acting for Granville Township and all residents
therein, hereinafter referred to and called “the Board” and the Granville Community Recreation
Commission, Inc., a non-profit corporation duly organized under the laws of the State of Ohio,
hereinafter referred to and called the “Recreation Commission” under the authority granted to the
Board pursuant to R.C. 511.32, R.C. 756.12 and 755.13 and R.C. 5705.19(H) to provide for parks and
playgrounds and to provide for the recreational needs of the township’s residents.

Whereas, the Board initially authorized the execution of a 2007 Contract with the Recreation
Commission by appropriate Resolution on December 27, 2006 in the amount of $260,000, and

Whereas, having previously paid the original contract amount, the Board has received an additional
unanticipated sum in the amount of $28,000,

Now therefore, it is hereby mutually agreed as follows:

The Board shall pay increase the 2007 amount due to the Recreation Commission to two hundred sixty-
eight thousand ($268,000) (Note: should be 5288.000) an additional sum of twenty-eight thousand
(528,000).

All funds paid the Recreation Commission under this contract shall be used by the Recreation
Commission for the purposes described in the preceding paragraph. The Recreation Commission shall
be accountable to the Board for the expenditure of monies paid to the Recreation Commission pursuant
to the terms of this contract. In this regard, the Board shall have access to the books of the Recreation
Commission at any time upon reasonable notice, and shall be provided with a report no less than
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annually, detailing the expenditure of monies received by the Recreation Commission under this
contract.

It is mutually agreed that this Amended Contract shall be effective for a period of one (1) year,
commencing January 1, 2007 and continuing through December 31, 2007.

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Appendix F - Ohio Revised Code 755

Ohio Revised Code - 755.14 Recreation board - joint
recreation district.

(A) If the legislative authority of a municipal corporation determines that the power to equip,
operate, and maintain parks, playgrounds, playfields, gymnasiums, public baths, swimming
pools, or recreation centers shall be exercised by a recreation board, it may establish such a
board, which shall possess ali the powers and be subject to all the responsibilities of the
respective local authorities under sections 755.12 to 755.18 of the Revised Code. The board shall
consist of five persons, two of whom shall be members of the board of education of the city or
village school district or shall be appointed by that board of education. The other members of the
recreation board shall be appointed by the mayor or manager as executive of such municipal
corporation with the consent of its council. The members who are board of education members
and members appointed by a board of education shall be residents of the school district making
the appointment but need not be residents of the municipal corporation. All other members of
the board shall be residents of the municipal corporation. All members of the board shall serve
for terms of five years, except that the members first appointed shall be appointed for such
terms that the term of one member shall expire annually thereafter. Members of the board shall
serve without pay. Vacancies in the board, occurring otherwise than by expiration of term, shall
be for the unexpired term and shall be filled in the same manner as original appointments,

(B)(1) The legislative authorities of the municipal corporations, boards of township trustees of
the townships, boards of township park commissioners, boards of county commissioners of the
counties, and boards of education of the school districts joined in the operation and maintenance
of parks or recreation facilities under section 755.16 of the Revised Code may, by resolution,
establish a joint recreation board which may possess all the powers and be subject to all the
responsibilities of the respective local authorities under sections 755.12 to 755.18 of the Revised
Code. The resolutions shall specify the number of members of the joint recreation board, other
than any members who may be appointed under division (B)(2) of this section, and the method
of appointing members and filling vacancies. Members of the board shall serve without pay.

(2) If a park or recreational facility owned, operated, or maintained by a joint recreation board
created under division (B)(1) of this section is the site where an exhibition sanctioned by the
United States Christopher Columbus quincentenary jubilee commission is being or has been held
and the exhibition is or was sponsored by an organization that is also sponsoring or has
sponsored an exhibition sanctioned by the international association of horticulture producers,
then the governor, speaker of the house of representatives, and president of the senate shall
each appoint one member to the board. The members appointed by the speaker of the house of
representatives and the president of the senate may be members of the general assembly, but
any members of the general assembly appointed to the board shall be nonvoting members and
shall serve only while they remain members of the general assembly. Members appointed under
division (B)(2) of this section shall serve terms of three years and serve without pay, and all
vacancies in their positions on the board, whether for an unexpired term or at the end of a term,
shall be filled in the same manner as the original appointments.

(C) The legislative authorities of the several subdivisions joined in the operation and
maintenance of recreation facilities under section 755.16 of the Revised Code may, by resolution,
establish a joint recreation district, consisting of all the territory of the subdivisions so joined.
The joint recreation district board of trustees shall be the governing body of a district and shall
possess all the powers of a legislative authority of an individual subdivision under sections
755.12 to 755.18 of the Revised Code. The number of trustees shall be fixed by the resolutions
creating the district and may be any number so long as there is representation of all participating
subdivisions.
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
